weekly for ~15 weeks during the growing season!

CSA members are encouraged to volunteer or visit the farm throughout the season.  
Work share:    

3 hours per week, ~17 weeks (refundable down payment of $25 due by April 1, 2011)

We want to accommodate students and other community members who may not be able to pay for a share and/or who would like some guidance in growing vegetables so that s/he feels comfortable having his or her own garden, or plot, next year.  Volunteer commitment is 51 hours throughout the growing season, which typically is spread out into 3 hours per week of work during the CSA season (15 weeks), 3 hours in the weeks prior to the CSA-season, and 3 hours in the weeks after the CSA ends to help with clean-up.  We will work with you to accommodate transportation out to the farm if needed, and you will receive a full share at the agreed upon pick up site in town. We strive to make this a valuable learning experience that’s beneficial to the volunteer and the SOF so please consider this commitment carefully to make sure you will have time to engage in learning and enjoying the farm. Student Organic Farm Work CSA Agreement
The ISU Student Organic Farm (SOF) is an important student-directed activity at the ISU Horticulture Station (HORT).  Work CSA shares are one aspect of the SOF, and individuals (volunteers) who participate in this activity (vol shares) have rights and responsibilities.  The SOF is considered a project of HORT, and is required to follow all rules and guidelines of HORT. Volunteers will be responsible for knowing and following these regulations.  Violation of guidelines and agreements may result in individual volunteers being prohibited from further participation in any activity at the ISU Student Organic Farm.

The Rules:

· All aspects of the farm will be managed following organic principles and guidelines.

· Vol shares are available to members of the ISU community with preference to active members of the SOF.

· Volunteers will pay a $25.00 refundable-fee, and agree to keep tools clean, report any damage to farm mangers, and use water efficiently.
· The above fee will be refunded after participation in end-of-season clean-up, or other final activity as approved by farm mangers.

· Volunteers agree to donate 50 hours of work throughout the growing season. 

· This commitment can be met at the discretion of the individual but volunteer must show consistent progress throughout season.  Volunteers will log a minimum of three hours in the two weeks preceding the first delivery date.

· At least 30 hours of time must be donated under the direct guidance of one of the farm mangers.  All other hours must be logged at the farm, with one other volunteer or officer present, and a description of activities listed.
· Swimming, fishing, hunting, camping, open flames, and the consumption of alcohol and/or tobacco products are prohibited on all HORT grounds including SOF.

· Individuals will obey posted signage—access restrictions, pesticide warnings, posted speeds, do not enter, and others.

· Volunteers and other users of the SOF will not interfere with other projects and users of HORT.  Roadways and facilities are shared rules of common courtesy must be followed.  Personal vehicles must be parked so as not to obstruct traffic.

· Harvesting or consumption of produce from, and trespassing into other user’s areas are prohibited.  Many studies at HORT examine the impacts of potentially dangerous compounds on fruit and vegetable material.  Gleaning of produce or other material from the HORT compost areas for personal use is prohibited.

· Grassed walkways between community plots and SOF plots will be used and maintained by all SOF users.  The HORT attempts to limit the presence of deer, raccoons, and other wildlife that may damage crops.  Volunteers will work to support these efforts by closing gate(s) behind them.

The Benefits:

· Volunteer will receive one full share per week that is the same as a paid share.  Pick up will be at the same location to be decided annually.

· Volunteers will have first opportunity to purchase excess and end of season storage vegetable at 20% discount of retail price set for Farm to Folk and other sales.

· Additional donated hours will be valued at $5/hr to purchase vegetables.  There is no cash value for hours.
· Volunteers will have access to the hand tools of the SOF outside of previously scheduled and announced workdays—farm managers and farm business have first right to tool use.

· Retention of a volunteer share from one year to the next by a specific volunteer will be encouraged provided that the volunteer meets listed requirements and continues to participate in farm activities.
